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LATEST BARTON HEALTH RESPONSE TO CORONAVIRUS COVID-19
Community Advisory and Updates from Barton Health as of April 8, 2020

(South Lake Tahoe, CA) - Working closely with state and county health agencies in a regional response to
the COVID-19 pandemic, Barton Health is preparing for an anticipated patient surge by more than
doubling its hospital bed capacity as well as expanding its facilities to accommodate patients who may
be infected by the virus.

Barton has established a Medical Corps of clinical and non-clinical volunteers to help provide care to
an influx of patients. All interested persons can contact bartonhr@bartonhealth.org for more
information. Retired or available physicians, nurses, EMTs, and other medical professionals with clinical
expertise must also register with the California Health Corps to be available to join Barton on the front-

line as part of the Medical Corps.

Barton urges those who must leave their homes during the statewide shelter-in-place directive to follow
the Centers for Disease Control’s updated guidelines and wear a cloth facemask while out in public.
Those whose primary residence is outside the Lake Tahoe Basin should follow El Dorado County’s no-
travel order limiting non-essential travel to South Lake Tahoe.

Over 1,300 homemade facemasks have been received from our community’s sewers, laundered and
distributed throughout Barton Memorial Hospital. There is a continued need for these hand-sewn
masks, and in addition, the Barton Foundation is gratefully accepting personal protective equipment
(PPE) donations on behalf of the hospital; learn more at bartonhealth.org/foundation.

Barton is working diligently to limit exposure by managing operations at the hospital and throughout the
healthcare system’s network of medical offices. Updating services and offering new platforms for
patient care including Virtual Visits help minimize the spread of COVID-19 and protect patients and
healthcare workers alike. Ongoing operational changes include the following list, with new updates
noted in bold at the top:

e Barton Rehabilitation has relocated Outpatient Rehabilitation Services to its office in
Stateline, NV. Call 775.589.8924 to make an appointment.

e Inpatient Rehabilitation is still located at Barton Hospital and available via phone at
530.543.5897.

e Barton Infusion has relocated within the hospital to a medical office across from the Mountain
Cafe.

e Barton Cardiology has relocated to 1139 Third Street in South Lake Tahoe.
Gastroenterology services are limited; those needing G.l. services should contact Barton
General Surgery at 530.543.5691.

e Orthopedic services have been relocated from the Barton Center for Orthopedics & Wellness
to 1067 Fourth Street in South Lake Tahoe.
Occupational Health services are available by appointment only.
Barton Community Health Center hours of operations are Monday - Thursday, 8:00 a.m. - 5:00
p.m. All appointments will take place in the facility’s 2201 South Ave. building.

e All Barton Obstetrics & Gynecology patients are seen at Barton Women's Health.
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e Expecting mothers’ ultrasound appointments typically held in Barton Memorial Hospital are now
taking place at Barton Women’s Health.

e Visitation is no longer permitted at Barton Memorial Hospital. Exceptions include one partner
for a mother in labor, one parent/guardian for pediatric patients, and a patient that is facing
end-of-life.

e Barton staff are stationed at entrances screening patients, employees, and any designated
visitors; screening protocol includes taking temperatures upon arrival.

® Public access for general medical services to the hospital is through the Front Lobby Monday -
Saturday, 6 a.m. - 6 p.m. and limited access is through the Emergency Department on Sundays
only.

e Patients seeking care at Barton Urgent Care should call before arriving: 775.589.8901. Those
with appointments will be met outside the entrance and escorted in.

e All Medical Imaging services continue to be available Monday - Saturday by appointment.

Patients experiencing respiratory symptoms should call Barton’s 24/7 COVID-19 Health Line,
530.600.1999, and self-isolate while having symptoms.

(South Lake Tahoe, CA) — Barton Health esta trabajando junto con el estado y las agencias de salud del
condado en un esfuerzo regional para responder a la pandemia de COVID-19. Barton Health se esta
preparando para un posible aumento repentino de pacientes que necesiten atencion médica. Al
preparase para este incremento se esta duplicando la capacidad de camas y expandiendo nuestras
instalaciones para poder internar a pacientes que puedan estar infectados con el virus.

Barton ha establecido un Cuerpo de Personal Médico para cargos clinicos o no clinicos voluntarios para
proveer cuidados médicos durante la afluencia de pacientes. Las personas interesadas en ayudar favor
de contactar a bartonhr@bartonhealth.org para obtener mas informacidn. Médicos/as retirados,
enfermeros/as, técnicos/as médicos/as en emergencia y otros profesionales con experiencia clinica
deben registrarse con el Registro del Cuerpo de Personal Médico de California (California Health Corps).

Barton le urge a las personas que si necesitan salir de sus hogares durante la directiva estatal de refugio
en el hogar que sigan las pautas del Centro para el Control y la Prevencidén de Enfermedades (CDC) y use
cubrebocas de tela cuando salga al publico. Aquellas personas que tienen su residencia principal mas
alla de Lake Tahoe Basin deben de seguir la orden emitida por el condado de El Dorado de no viajary
limitar los viajes no esenciales a South Lake Tahoe.

Muchas costureras en la regidn nos han entregado mas de 1,300 cubrebocas hechas en casa los cuales
hemos lavado y distribuido por todo el hospital Barton Memorial. Aun continuamos aceptando
donaciones de cubrebocas. Ademas, Barton Foundation (Fundacién Barton) también estd aceptando
donaciones de equipo de proteccién personal (PPE).

Barton esta trabajando diligentemente para limitar la exposicion al administrar las operaciones en el
hospital y en toda la red de consultorios médicos del sistema de salud. Estamos actualizando los
servicios y ofreciendo nuevas plataformas de atencién al paciente, lo cual incluye visitas virtuales que
ayudan a minimizar la propagacién de COVID-19 para proteger a pacientes y a los proveedores/as de
servicios médicos.

e Barton Infusion se ha mudado a la oficina en frente de la cafeteria (Mountain Café).

e Barton Cardiology (Cardiologia) se ha mudado al 1139 Third Street in South Lake Tahoe.

e Los servicios de Gastroenterologia son limitados; si servicios gastroenterologia favor de
contactar a la clinica de Barton General Surgery al 530.543.5691.

e Los servicios de ortopedia se han mudado del Barton Center for Orthopedics and Wellness al
1067 Fourth Street in South Lake Tahoe.

e Los servicios de salud ocupacional estan disponibles solo con previa cita.

e El horario de la Barton Community Health Clinic (Clinica comunitaria de Barton) lunes a jueves
8:00 am a 5:00 pm. Todas las citas seran en el edificio localizado en 2201 South Ave.

e Todos las pacientes de obstetricia y ginecologia de Barton ahora seran atendidas en la clinica de
Barton Women'’s Health.
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e lLas mujeres embarazadas con citas de ultrasonidos que normalmente son en el hospital Barton
Memorial ahora se llevaran a cabo en el consultorio de Barton Women’s Health.

e No se permiten las visitas al hospital Barton Memorial. Solo se permite un acompafiante para las
madres que esta por dar a luz, un/a padre/madre/tutor de un/a paciente pediatrico/ay
pacientes que se encuentran en situaciones de fin de vida.

e El personal de Barton estara en las entradas para evaluar a pacientes, empleados/as y visitas
autorizadas. El protocolo de deteccidn ahora incluye medir la temperatura de personas que
entren.

e Elacceso publico para los servicios médicos generales al hospital es a través del lobby principal
lunes a sabado de 6:00 am a 6:00 pm y hay acceso limitado a través del departamento de
urgencias los domingos.

e Todo paciente buscando atencidn médica en la clinica de Barton Urgent Care debe llamar antes
de llegar al 775.589.8901. Se les acompanarad al entrar.

e El departamento de imagenologia médica continuara sus servicios con cita de lunes a sabado.

Los pacientes con sintomas respiratorios deben llamar a la linea de salud COVID-19 de Barton 24/7 al
530.600.1999 y deben auto aislarse mientras tienen sintomas.
